A Word from Pastor Nissa

During the season of Advent we are busy waiting and preparing for the arrival of the
baby Jesus. Last year during the season of Advent Tim and I were also busily pre- -
paring for the arrival of a baby - waiting for baby Jesus at the same time as we were _.‘SL YEORD

waiting for baby Philipp. FROM THE

It's hard to prepare for a first baby. You know that the baby changes everything, but
you don’t quite know how. Will the baby sleep? Eat well? Be happy playing on his
own, or need constant attention? You know your life will change drastically, but —
you’re not completely prepared. -

It’s hard to prepare for a savior, too. You know that God coming to Earth changes everything, but you don’t
quite know how. Will my life become easier? Will I be challenged to change myself in new ways? Will my
everyday life be impacted? How on earth do I prepare for this?

Israel had been waiting for the messiah for over 700 years. They were yearning deeply for the arrival of their
savior. But they weren’t expecting a baby. But this wasn’t any baby- this was God. God showing up as a hu-
man- a baby, no less- was unthinkable. Imagine God screaming about sore gums from teething or needing a
clean pair of britches. God came as a baby to show that God knows human life. God has walked the roads we
have walked- God has felt our pain, our sorrow, our joy, our hope.

God’s arrival as a baby doesn’t make life magically easy and perfect. But we do know that God 1s with us in
every moment of our lives. We do know that Jesus suffered as we suffer and overcame death. We do know
that our sins are forgiven. These things aren’t tangible- we can’t touch or hear or see them. So our prepara-
tions are tangible things that remind us about God’s promises and gifts in the baby Jesus.

We light candles at Advent to give us hope and a reminder that “a light shines in the darkness and the dark-
ness did not overcome it” (John 1:5). We worship together as a community as a reminder that we are all
God’s children and we live in God’s kingdom now. We give special gifts to those in need to remind us that
everything we have was a gift from God, and we are called to care for all of God’s children.

The tangible preparations for Advent keep us centered in God’s promises and God’s gifts. As you prepare for
Christmas this year, remember that a baby comes with unexpected challenges and joys. We can prepare as
much as possible, but we will always be surprised by something after the baby (or savior) arrives. And just as
parents adapt to the needs of their beloved baby, we will learn how to embrace the Christ child and prepare
our hearts and our community as we grow in our faith year after year.

My father was a Lutheran pastor, and to me Christmas was chaos. And it was in
close proximity as we lived next to the church.

We didnd stop to celebrate Christmas until after lunch on Christmas Day, when all -
the activity was to an end. Christmas had its own adrenaline-fueled excitement,

for sure, and | honestly dond remember resenting it at the time. It was just what we did. But it rarely felt
reverent and never felt restful.

Christmas is the extrovert of the church calendar (along with Easter, of course).

It& social and busy. It& loud and flashy and well-fed and adorned. It& beautiful and charismatic, and
has the most wonderful story to tell. People often talk about wanting a more peaceful Christmas, but,
in the end, its call to come and join the party is filled with love and joy. Christmas is the guest every-
one is eagerly watching for.

Maybe this is why | have always loved Advent. It is an introvert® season. And | am at my core an in-
trovert.

Advent is expectant and full of hope---a quality that honors the waiting itself as sacred. It is a patient
season. It asks us to be patient, too. Advent asks us to make peace with the lingering and reminds us
that we can. It gently shows us again that there can be deep joy in that in-between place, that one-foot
-in-front-of-the-other pace. Certainly there is room for both the celebratory and the subdued. | just find
that when Advent rolls around my heart is so hungry for that deliberate quieting in the midst of the
noise.

Advent resets the church as a space for holy listening, something that our world desperately needs
more of. Between tweets and selfies, facebook, and 24 hour news, we have enough talking and self-
expression.  Advent calls us to reflect on the profound power of being and listening, even — perhaps
especially — when we dond have all the answers. Advent is a time to seek satisfaction with questions,
mysteries, and wonderings.

How can | be a space — simple, open, warm, stilled — that is prepared to receive the smallest,
humblest, most vulnerable version of divinity when it comes quietly knocking at my door? Can |
welcome a God | dond recognize at first, a God who does not exercise control and might, a God who
leaves questions unanswered, a God who seems powerless in the face of the Herod& of the world and
my own life, a God who participates completely in my own life& ups and downs?

How can | be a space---simple, open, warm, stilled- that is prepared to receive the smallest, humblest,
most vulnerable version of humanity- the poor, the hungry, the child, the sojourner, even the enemy.

Stir up your power, O Lord, and come. And then stir in us joy and love and even a bit of chaotic cele-
bration at your coming.

Building Construction update
1 Interior: Next areas for work are the kitchen cabinets, plumbing fixtures, and final electrical
receptacles and lighting.
1 Exterior: parking lot has been paved/painted; bases for light poles have been poured; siding was sup-
posed to start on November 2; some finishing items may carry over to spring.

Strategic Plan

1 Motion made to approve the Strategic Plan as listed in September® minutes — except for the Edu-
cation Committee, whose recommendations are listed in their November meeting minutes.
Motion made, seconded and approved to accept the finalized Strategic Plan.

Commi ttee Reports
1 President — As written.

1 Verbiage for sick/parental leave for rostered/non-rostered staff was updated in our church policies.
Motion made/seconded and approved to accept these changes.

1 Nominating Committee - met in November and are working to fill the 2017 openings.

1 Administrative Assistant review - has been conducted with Michell. Personnel Committee recommend-
ed a three percent raise for 2017. Motion made/seconded and approved this salary increase.

1 Pastor Nissa® Review - Personnel Committee will have an informal meeting to extend Pastor Nissa an
opportunity to provide feedback on her first few months.

1 Pastor Mark® Review - has been conducted. Pastor Mark requested a base salary reduction (also re-
ducing housing allowance, pension, insurance, and Social Security) in exchange for two additional
weeks of vacation. Personnel Committee reviewed this request and felt a $3500 reduction in base sal-
ary and applicable items would be equivocal (total deduction would $5389). Motion made, seconded,
and approved Pastor Mark®& request with a notation that future similar requests would be reviewed on
a case-by-case basis.

1 Business Management — as written.
Received a bid to replace the existing phone system for one third less than other bids.
Recommendation from Business Management to proceed with this bid. Thrivent funds will be used
to help cover the cost.

1 Online Giving using iPhones - Shelley and Michell will create a Power Point slide for the Sunday ser-
vice explaining this option.

1 ABC is ending its janitorial services at the end of the month. — looking into other cleaning options.

1 We have received requests from several companies asking for the opportunity to provide a bid on the
insurance for our church building.

Construction Committee November Updat
We are rapidly getting nearer to the completion of our church expansion pro-
ject. Great progress is being made on the interior of the building. The sheet-
rock has been hung, taped, and painted. The ceiling grids are in place and
ceiling tile will be completed as soon as the final sprinklers are in place. The
stonework on the fireplace is complete and compliments the overall building.
The interior doors and trim are currently being installed. Next up will be instal-
A A lation of kitchen cabinets, plumbing fixtures, and final electrical receptacles
| = , and lighting. This will be followed by sanctuary painting and then installation
e & - of the flooring.
On the exterior of the building, our parking lot has been paved and painted.

The bases for the parking light poles have been poured and the lights should be erected soon. Our en-
trance doors and large exterior windows in the fellowship hall have been installed and do a nice job of let-
ting in the natural sunlight to the South. We are patiently waiting for the exterior siding to be installed and
the latest word is that this work will begin this week. | will believe it when | see it! If the weather permits
we will try and paint the exterior this fall but if temperatures remain below 40F we will have to complete
this in the spring. We would also like to do some final earthwork and erosion control around the building
after the siding is hung and before the ground freezes. Although we expect that the interior of the building
to be completed in Late December/early January, we expect that there will be a couple of exterior projects
that will be completed in spring including replacement of the west entrance steps, landscaping, and possi-
ble exterior painting. Pray for a warm late fall/early winter!
