One helpful mentor was our financial coach through Luther Seminary. In particular, our coach helped us
set up two goals to increase our giving: one for our giving to the church, and one for giving to other or-
ganizations or causes we care about. In both giving areas, we set long term goals to increase the level
of giving. We started our giving at 3% or so of our salaries, and we knew growing to 10% would take
time. In the rest of our budget, we set goals for saving- not just to have more money, but to know the
money would be used for goals like vacations, home projects, and paying for seminary without loans.

Mentors

We also learned a great deal about our giving and stewardship through capital campaigns and steward-
ship drives at our church. These focuses on money helped us to be intentional about connecting the
way we used our money to the ways God was working in our lives and in our church.

Budgets

A detailed budget is the backbone of our stewardship. Our budget, which both of us can easily access
from our smart phones, is our daily guide to help us know where each of our dollars is going. Years
ago, when we had fewer resources, our budget needed to be strict. We might have $60 for a grocery
trip that week- and if the jar of raspberry jelly put us $2 over that, we had to put it back or find a cheaper
option. Now, we have a few more resources and flexibility. While we have more resources, we are still
careful about tracking what we spend- so we know where it goes and that it matches our long term
goals.

Our budget also helps us to make sure that our giving comes out first. We budget our giving just like we
budget for rent or groceries— it is a fixed amount we take out before figuring out how much we can
spend on eating out or extra savings.

Joy

The biggest part of this journey has been finding joy in the ways we use our money and resources. Our
joy in giving and budgeting is rooted in trust that God will provide for us and thankfulness for what God
has already provided us.

We have really loved having money designated to give away. This gives us the flexibility to be generous
when we get a phone call from camp asking for donations, or there is a fundraiser at church. We have
really enjoyed giving money to people and places who will use it to do God’s work in the world.

Another way we’ve found joy in giving is through giving Christmas and birthday gifts in a new way. Our
parents are nearing retirement and trying to downsize, so a pair of slippers or headphones won't be
needed or appreciated. Charitable Gifts like vaccines for children, an MPR membership, books for
school children, or a goat through the ELCA speak to the hearts of our family and friends while making
a difference to God’s children around the world. Our loved ones follow the same pattern by donating to
a cause that supports at risk youth as a gift to us.

The gospel sets
free to be good stewards of our bodies, accepting our bodies as a gift from God and yet caring for our bodies
through healthy eating, good sleep patterns, moderate exercise, faithful sexual behaviors, and seeking help whe
needed.

Bodies:

Time:

We can treat time like an enemy because of busy schedules and frantic attempts to squeeze in everything we ¢
into our limited time. But God sets us free to see time as not merely something to be managed, but to be re-
ceived and lived in as a gift. We are not slaves of schedules others have set for us. We are free to set priorities
on things that are important and eternal, not just urgent. We can begin to live in that freedom with the simple
step of setting aside 10 minutes for prayer every morning. Martin Luther wrote that the busier he was, the
more time he spent in prayer. That doesn?®t sound

Finances:

While our society makes clear that money has power, our faith traditions reframe this notion to assert that
money can often have power over us. When we lift money out of its properly ordered space, then it begins to
define us, determine our values, and measure our seiforth as well as our relationship with others. As stewards,
yes, we are managing finances, but we are also working not to allow our finances to manage us, to enslave us.
The key again is to see our money as a gift from God. It does not belong us to.

"We make a [ i ving by what we g e tFar more/than managmgréseurces, / |
stewardship is the way that disciples make a life, and giving yourself and your resources away is central to our
formation within a life of faith.

The power of money in our lives is too great to view stewardship as managing finances by simply moving mone
from one column to another. Stewardship is rather tending our souls, aware of our unique fears and desires,
nurturing our relationships with money as it marks a way of life and leading us to experience faithful living and
the joy of giving. Consider increasing the amount you give away, setting the biblical tithe, 10% of your in-
come, as a goal. Some say give until it hurts. But God says, give until it gives you joy.
