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The Lordôs Prayer 

 
Christ Puts the Words in your Mouth 

We continue our journey through the Small Catechism. This month we look at the Lordôs Prayer and read the words 
from ñFree to Beò by Gerhard Forde and James Nestigen. 

 

The good Lord would like to hear from you.  So God wants you to pray. You are going to have struggles with yourself. 
So even as Christ has taken hold of you, you are a battleground---someone being fought over.  You need to know how 
to call out to God, how to get hold of the one who has promised to help you and who will never let you down.  So you 
have to learn how to pray.   

We can pray because God has promised to be our God.  Itôs the First Commandment again-ñI am the Lord your God.ò 
We can call on God for anything and everything we need. God not only tells us that we may pray, God commands us 
to pray. Having given us the promise and commanded us to pray, Christ himself teaches us how to pray.  

 

Thatôs why itôs called the Lordôs Prayer.  There are two versions of the Lordôs Prayer.  We use the version found in 
Matthew.  The Doxology, ñFor the Kingdom, the power, and the glory are yours, now and foreverò isnôt in either Mat-
thew or Luke but has been part of the Lordôs Prayer ever since the first century. So praying the Lordôs Prayer is like 
singing in a choir or playing in a band directed by the one who wrote the music.  

Having said that we may pray, having commanded us to pray, and having taught us to pray, God prays with and for us.  
The ñSpirit intercedes with signs too deep for words.ò  Paul says (Romans 8:26)  

God became your parent when you were baptized.   We can call God father,/mother  too, because God is going to 
dwell with us. Prayer is a big problem for the old sinner in us.  When you pray you are admitting that you need Godôs 
help and grace. Then itôs not dead repetition or some kind of hocus-pocus anymore, something that we just do out of 
habit.  Rather, it is a person-to-person conversation with your God.  

The introduction to the Lordôs Prayer and the First Petition go together just like the first two commandments.   After 
calling upon God as our Father in the Introduction, we pray in the First Petition that Godôs name will be hallowed. 

When we pray ñHallowed be your name,ò we are asking God to give us what is commanded in the Second Command-
ment.  We are asking that God will bring out the new you in us who will use Godôs name as God intends it to be used, 
to ñcall upon him in prayer, praise, and thanksgiving.ò  

The new you.  Instead of using it as an exclamation point for curses and lies, the new you takes Godôs name as a great 
and precious gift.  Weôre asking God to see to it that his name is used properly wherever it is spoken.

Electrician has completed wiring for new Sunday School rooms.  Electrical inspection passed on Friday.  

Gary Bren and Jerry Spelhaug will be hanging sheetrock this week. 

Dedication/Rally Sunday 

Very positive comments received for Rally/Dedication Sunday events. 

Will have adult supervise jumpy house at next yearôs Rally Sunday event. 

Landscaping 

Volunteers continue to water grass, plants/shrubs.  Some minor landscaping work remains to be done. 

Reformation/Celebration of Unity with St. Maryôs Church on November 1 

Joint church service with Chatfield Lutheran and St. Maryôs Catholic Church will be held at 7:00 p.m. on 

November 1 at Chatfield Lutheran.  Hope to have a joint choir at the service and the Bells of St. 

Maryôs. 

Harrison Group – 2018-2020 Building Fund Appeal 

Representatives from the Harrison Group were present at the August Executive Council meeting.  They 

offered to consult and help with the second phase of our building campaign.  Our building loan is 

amortized over 20 years, with the initial interest rate good for five years.  We expect the interest rate 

to rise after five years.  Mortgage payments currently are $7500 per month and are paid out of the 

building fund.  At the end of June 2018, the building fund drive will end.  Discussion was held regard-

ing the need for ongoing building fund contributions beginning July 2018.  Options for a second   

campaign were discussed and will be brought up at the annual meeting.

Discussed option of having current committee members speak with potential new committee members 

when soliciting new members for each committee. 

Business Management – as written. 

Menôs Club donated about $12,700 for sound system/TV for fellowship hall.  

Renter has requested a lease through June 2018. 

Additional cart/rack for new dishwasher ordered ($400) to expedite washing of dishes. 

Final payment sent to Vanman; total payments were 4.3% over initial bid due to increased material costs. 
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Business Management will keep $45,000 on reserve in the building fund to pay six months mortgage.  Addi-

tional amounts received above this are applied to the principal. 

Financial - As written.  

Of the $11,000 that is donated monthly via Simply Giving, approximately $3700 is designated for the building 

fund. 

Treasurer – As written. 

Year-to-date revenue:  $339,241 

Year-to-date expenses:  $346,372 

Mortgage Loan— $1,224,2088.88 (current balance as of August 31, 2017) 

Education – no written report.

other events on December 10.
