Construction Committee January Update

As we ring in 2017 the interior of our building is nearing completion. The flooring is currently in progress
with the vinyl in the kitchen, ceramic in the bathrooms, and the wood flooring on the altar platform com-
plete. The carpet is complete in the new addition and they now are in the process our replacing the carpet in
the sanctuary, narthex, west entrance, and office hallway. The appliances are being installed in the kitchen
and they look nice. The plumbers, electricians, and HVAC are doing their final installs and we expect most
of the interior to be complete and functioning for our building dedication on January 29!

Indications are that the exterior siding will be hung this winter and then painted in the spring. The siding
does come prefinished and painting will get it to our desired color and cover up the fasteners. This spring we
will have some concrete work to do on the west side of our building to connect existing sidewalks and up-
grade the west entry sidewalk and steps. We will also have some landscaping projects that we will work
through our Construction & Property Committees to complete in the spring. The Construction Committee is
currently working with Vanman and our Business Management Committee to get accurate completion costs
for the last phase of our project to allow us to take the final draw on our construction financing by January
31, 2017. After this date, we will then enter into our mortgage loan with Root River State Bank. This loan will
be guaranteed at 3.75% for 5 years with an anticipated value of $1.2630 million amortized over 20 years
equating to monthly payments in the range of $7400-$7700. We look forward to seeing everyone at the
building dedication!

Listening is an important part of being a
congregational member, and it’s also an important
part of being a family member. I encourage you to
make sure that you have meaningful conversations
with your family members about death, finances,
and important documents. Listen to what they

share.

Six months ago John's father died. His mother
had dicd ten years ago. John's father, typical of
his gencration, had not provided details about his
finances. For six months now John has constantly
asked himself, “Have I found everything? What
am | missing?”

John had been told about the existence of a Last
Will and Testimony but he was unaware of its
location.. .just like he didn’t know where the deed
to the house had been placed. The question he
asked was, “Since there wasn't a safety deposit
box, where did his father place those important
documents?™ His father used a computer (kept
records on Quicken), but he had never shared
any of the passwords. Then, there was that four
drawer filing cabinet, but where was the key? After
a diligent scarch he found the key in his father’s
Jewelry box — among the cuff links.

The filing cabinet was packed. John was forced

to take cach file folder and was forced to examine
every sheet. Within the folder labeled “Hash™

he found $1,000.00 in $50 bills. When he got

to the folder “Martha’s Mansion™ he found the
deed to the house. He knew that his father owned
scveral rental properties and when he got to the
folders “Rental Property 1, 2, and 3" there were
the deeds (including lease agreements and notes
on recent repairs). When he looked into a folder
tithed “Western,™ he discovered that his father had

a $50,000 life insurance
with his mother

as the benchiciary.
Unfortunately, John
couldn’t locate a
Western Life Insurance
Company...initally, he
didn’t know that Western
Life had been purchased
by another company and
that that company had

Rex. R. Rudelf Retived rastered
been purchased by a third  fader

company. Note: in most

states a life insurance company is not obligated to
pay the insured amount when an insured person
dies. A claim for the insured amount needs to be

properly made. For more information, read the

artcle “Is a life insurance company withholding
benefits from you” from the September 2, 2016
issuc of the Chicago Tribune.

Fortunatcly, when his father saw the mental
detenioration of a good friend, he had asked John
to sign the signature cards at the banks for several
checking and savings accounts. Because of this
John had access to his father's banking accounts.
Since the banks kept several years of digital copies
of canceled checks and by looking at the copies,
John was able to learn the current name of the life
msurance company = plus many other significant

details.

When it comes to records and important papers,
most of us fall short of being as organized as we
ought to be. We forget that “Chnistian stewardship
begins in the home.” Here is a checklist that may
help. Ask yourself, “Do I have the following?” and
“Can these documents or these records be casily
located by my spouse or by my children?” I have
provided my sons with the information asked for
in the checklist. The information is in a scaled
envelope. My sons have provided me with their
information. If you have small children, it might
be wise to give the information to grandparents.
