Celebrations of Ministry in October-Let the Wild Rumpus Start” October 15th-30th 

We are still looking for people to host some of these meetings in their homes for their neighborhoods and/or 

friends.  You would be able to pick the day and time (between Oct 15-30) and then also invite your neighbors 

and friends to attend.  (You could make the invitation or ask us to make the invitation.)  You can invite as 

many as you are comfortable.  Your responsibility would be to provide seating and a little snack or dessert.     

Pastor Mark or others would provide the leadership in the sharing and discussion of our ministry.   

 

How do I decide how much to give to the work of Christ through his Church? 

Thanks be to God that we give of ourselves, our time, and our possessions, freely and in response to God’s blessings and 

salvation.  No one can tell us or prescribe to us what we should give.  But then, how do we decide what we should give?  

Here are some suggestions: 

How do I decide what to give of my time and talents? 

Discern what your talents and passions are.  What gives you joy?  What or who do you most care about? If it’s children, 

maybe you want to give time to Sunday School or youth programming.  If it is music, maybe you want to volunteer for 

the Bell Choir or Adult Choir or help leading music for Sunday School.  If it is compassion toward those who are hurting, 

maybe it is to become a Stephen Minister, or serve meals at residences of those receiving medical treatment like the 

Ronald McDonald House. If it is social justice issues, maybe you want to get involved in the work of non-partisan interfaith 

groups.  

Learn more about what our congregation is doing.  Read the newsletter and email blasts carefully. 

Use the Time and Talent sheets 

Talk with the pastors who have some experience in discerning gifts 

Discern what might be a good witness to others of how much you love God. 

How do I decide what to give of my financial resources? 

“God loves a cheerful giver” (II Corinthians 9:7).  So don’t give until it hurts. Give until it feels good. Exercising just a 

little and sporadically is usually only a pain, while committing to regular and extensive exercise becomes a “feel good” life-

style. So also when giving becomes regular and sacrificially, it becomes joyous and cheerful.  

Give to ministry of the church first.  We don’t give God leftovers.  We give to God first and then live on the rest.  

Give a percentage of your income. Determine what percentage of your income you are presently giving and then         

considering growing that 1% each year.  (see chart in the newsletter) 

Determine priorities. Compare what you give to the work of the church to what you give to be part of an exercise facility, 

or golf club, or social club. Compare what you spend on recreation or attending sporting events to what you give to God. 

Does how you spend your money accurately reflect your priorities and values.  

Discern what might be a good witness to others of how much you love God. 

Remember money is very spiritual. Jesus talked about money a lot because he know how important can be for good or
