This time of quarantine reminds me of the Bible story of the Israelites wan-
dering in the wilderness. Just like the Israelites, we find ourselves in unfamil-
Pastor’s Desk iar territory, not knowing how long we will be here, angry at God for ending
up here, and fighting amongst ourselves as we try to figure it all out.

From the

Dan Erlander tells this story about the Israelites in the wilderness by calling it iWilderness Schoold While
the Israelites wandered, God taught them important lessons about how to be God& people, so once they
got to the promised land they would know how to get along and live kindly together.

The wilderness school used manna as a teaching tool. Manna was a white flaky powder that showed up on
the grass each morning— the main source of food for the Israelites in this wilderness time. They would col-
lect manna each day to eat. God used this manna to teach them about how to live as God& people.

There were 3 main |l essons God tried to teach the| |

1. God gives manna for all people! Every day people gathered enough manna for their household. They
found exactly as much as they needed— no more, no less. Through this, they learned that God provides
everything to us. We need to trust in God, not ourselves, for our daily bread. God gives everyone man-
na— not just the rich or important or deserving.

2 . Hoarding stinks! If anyone tried to keep extra manna, it would literally rot and smell terrible. God wanted
the people to turn away from habits of accumulating, hoarding, and keeping stuff for ourselves that
would benefit the whole community.

3. The Sabbath is a gift! On the 7th day, there was no manna. So on the 6th day they collected two days6
worth. Through having a day off of manna collecting, God showed the people that a day of rest was re-
ally important! On this day of rest we got to celebrate and experience the wonders of friendship with
God, with others, and with creation.

God teaches us these same |l essons in our wildernles

1 . God gives enough for everyone! Everything we have is a gift from God! We see more now than ever
that our own work or dvorthinessddond define who deserves money, work, or food. We all need food,
and God provides for all of us, no matter what!

2 . Hoarding stinks! Wed&e all felt the affects of the people who are hoarding supplies. When we go to the
store and cand get the toilet paper, groceries, or supplies we need, we know it& in part because other
people have taken too much— and it stinks! Hopefully we respond by buying only what we need, so oth-
ers also have access to their needs, too.

3. The Sabbath is a gift! When you work from home, it& hard to separate &vorkéfrom dvomed People are
on duty as parents, teachers, cooks, and entertainers 24/7. But we all need a break! When we take time
to nap, play, rest, or do a hobby, we find relief in being able to connect with ourselves, our loved ones,
and with God. Rest is a gift that benefits all of us!
