Pretzels-  A Good Lenten ñDisciplineò 
Pretzels were invented by a humble monks between the fifth and seventh centuries. Idling 
with leftover strips of dough, the monk-baker supposedly twisted and turned them until they 
resembled a personôs arms crossed in prayer, a traditional posture for prayer in those days.  
Maybe this Lenten season, you can adopt that posture for prayer, arms crossed across your 
chest as a way to be renewed in your prayer life.  If you need a reminder, treat yourself to a 
pretzel.  
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              Lent-Fast and Feast 
Lent has a double focus.  It focuses on discipline, the fast of Christians.  It focuses on the way of the cross, leading 
to the resurrection- the feast of Christians at Easter that is the festival of the resurrection of our Lord. We care be-
cause God cares. 
 
The season of Lent is 40 days long.  It begins with Ash Wednesday and continues through the Saturday before     
Easter.  But if we count those days there are more than 40. This is because the Sundays are not properly considered 
to be a part of Lent. They are Sundays in Lent, not of Lent.  
 
Every Sunday is a ñlittle Easter,ò a commemoration of the resurrection of our Lord. Thus we never lose sight of this 
great event. But the Sundays are surrounded by the days of Lent. This is a way to keep the double focus of fast and 
feast.  
 
It all begins with Ash Wednesday (Feb 17). In the imposition of ashes, we  remember that apart from Godôs breathing 
into us, we are but dust. We remember that  Jesus is Godôs forgiveness and faithfulness. We are beckoned to turn 
and move toward the cross and resurrection.  
 
Lent is a time for deeper recognition of sin and faithfulness, and of what is truly needful, true, and abiding.

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      5 Love Languagesï For Lent and Valentines Day 

As we begin to celebrate Godôs suffering love in Christ during Lent and as we celebrate Valentinesô Day in 

our secular world, it is good to be intentional in showing and expressing love to each other. Below are 5 dif-

ferent  ñlove languagesò that you can share with family, friends, and co-workers.  Different people are better 

at expressing certain love languages and different people appreciate receiving different love languages.  

This calls for self-awareness and active listening.  

Each person has their own preferred ñlanguage of appreciation.ò  And within each language, there are spe-

cific   actions that are most valued by that individual. The key is to be able to use the right action with the 

right person,  at the right time, and with a genuine spirit of appreciation. 

1) Quality Time- Give a person your focused attention. Participate in quality conversation/dialogue, 

sharing feelings and sharing activities. 

  Biblical example: Jesus with the Samaritan woman at the well. 

2) Acts of Service- Serve another voluntarily.  Ask before you help. Do it their way. Complete what you 

start. Be sure the act of service benefits the other and doesnôt just make you feel good about your-

self. 

  Biblical example: Jesus washing the feet of the disciples 

3) Words of Appreciation- Give another a positive message. Be specific. Look beyond performance 

and focus on their inner nature. We play to our strengths. 

  Biblical example:  Sermon on the Mount 

4) Tangible Gifts- Give gifts to those who appreciate them. Let the gift show that you have spent some 

time on the gift.  Write a handwritten note.  

  Biblical examples- Anointing Jesus feet with expensive perfume; Risen Jesus making breakfast on 

the beach 

5) Physical Touch- Ask permission. Observe appropriate boundaries. But touches can be very mean-

ingful. We are embodied beings. Physical touch is more important in personal relationships than in 

the workplace. 

   Biblical example:  Jesus blessing the children 

Thanks be to God that God is always sharing Godôs love with us in the language that speaks to us.  And 

that ñlanguageò is Jesus Christ.  The Word (language of love) become flesh. God in Christ is always spend-

ing quality time with us for God is with us always, to the close of the age.  God is always serving us as a 

servant king.

           Characteristics of a good pastor   

   
As you start a journey of calling another pastor, let me share with you some thoughts I have gleaned in my own jour-

ney as a pastor. This is not a self-description by any means but what I have learned to  aspire to as a pastor.  No 

pastor will be all of these qualities all the time. But you want to see glimpses of many of these in your pastor.  

They have genuine enthusiasm. That doesnôt mean they need to be a cheerleader (although the church does 

have some pom poms available). A pastor may be quiet, but their passion and love for the church, their families, 

and their ministries are to be evident in all they say and do.  They are to love the church for what it is, a hospital for 

sinners, and not for some lofty ideal you hope to attain. 

They are great listeners. They genuinely want to focus on you. They have little desire to talk about themselves; 

they would rather hear your stories. They genuinely care and listen.  

Their identity is not their vocation. Their identities are in Christ.  So their work is not for their own advancement 

and their work is not where they receive their self-esteem.  Their baptism is much more important than their ordina-

tion.  Their sense of self-worth arises from being a child of God. 

They are intentional about personal witnessing.  Making Christ known is a life-style. They love to share the gos-

pel with others.  They sense the privilege of being a part of peopleôs lives at significant moments and filling those 

moments with Godôs presencing love.  

They have unconditional love of their critics.  As we know, you canôt please all the people, all the time. But 

through Godôs Holy Spirit, we strive to love all the people all the time.  An effective pastor will seek to      respond to 

critics, but not be reactive to them.  

They have a gentle spirit. Gentleness is one of the fruits of the Spirit. Aggression and negativity is met with calm 

and gentleness, with a non-anxious presence, rooted in Godôs abiding love.  

They persevere.  Ministry in all forms is not easy, and so it is with the office of public ministry. Nevertheless, good 

pastors just hang in there.  They may get hurt or get discouraged, but they know that God is working in the midst of 

it all. They know that God calls them not to be successful, but to be faithful. 

They are grounded in Godôs Word and sound theology.  Godôs Word is the pastorôs sole authority and is an ever 
present source of strength and direction. Sound theology protects oneôs preaching and pastoral care from the fickle 
spiritual fads of the world and engages one in what God is up to in the world.

First and foremost, we wish to express our deepest gratitude for your involvement with and 
support of Lutheran Campus Ministry in the Southeastern Minnesota Synod. As you know, we 
consider ourselves extensions of your ministry to, with, and for young adults, and it is an honor to 
meet your young adults at such a pivotal time in their lives, especially during a year as 
challenging and uncertain as 2020.  
 
Last Spring we were hitting a stride with new student involvement and connecting to a small 
group at Saint Mary’s University in their search for an inclusive and welcoming campus ministry. 
We were also preparing for our service + learning trip to El Paso for a Border Immersion 
Experience. Unfortunately, we had to cancel that trip due to the global pandemic. 
 
In light of COVID-19, we shifted our community online for the rest of Spring 2020. We held 
worship services for the first time during Holy Week and continued meeting throughout the 
summer for worship in order to be a spiritual tethering and grounding space for our students and 
alumni. With our online presence, we saw more involvement from our alumni as well as family 
members of students and alumni and community members. During the summer months, we met 
for Accountability Conversations focused on racism and held events in response to what was 
coming up for students, like a conversation on navigating independence at home.  
 
Our student leaders chose the theme of “community” for the 2020-2021 academic year, realizing 
that creating community even when we’re apart would be more important than ever. In the fall, 
students were flexible and adapted to meeting in different ways, always thinking about how to 
address the needs of our community. This looked like sending emails to students we hadn’t seen 
for a while to let them know we were thinking of them, a distance hike on the Feast Day of St. 
Francis, a lake clean-up, meeting on Election Night for support and spiritual practices, meeting 
the day after Election Day to walk around the lake and address mental health through physical 
health, offer a zoom Game Night for a local youth group, and meeting after one of the quarantine 
periods to paint rocks to hide around town and bring joy to others. In the end, our students 
focused quite a bit on service, recognizing that the hands of feet of Christ Jesus are in the world, 
not just in our beloved yellow building on Huff Street.
